Pardo: The Prado is one of the best and most
famous art galleries in the world. Carlos III
was commissioned by the architect Juan de
Villanueva in the 1875 draft who as a beau-
tiful building in Neoclassical style clear to
make it Academy and the Museum of
Natural History. The Prado show hosts mag-
nificent artists as Fra Angelico Botticeli and
Italian artists, and an extensive list of books
Flemish, Dutch and French with some
English and German. If only to see the works
of Velazquez and Goya is worth a visit to
the museum or 2nd OPTION: Reina Sofia
Museum, the basic objective of the Museo
de Arte Reina Sofia Comtemporaneo is to
promote awareness, access and training the
public in relation to the modern and contem-
porary art in all its forms and to promote
social communication in the visual arts

Exit to the town
of San Lorenzo of the Escorial. Guided
Tour of the Monastery of the Escorial. El
Escorial, World Heritage monuments, was
the political center of the empire of Philip
II, where he organized his palace and library
as well as its pantheon, that of his parents,
Charles and Elizabeth I of Portugal, and
that of their relatives and successors, where
he built a great basilica and founded a
monastery. 
It set the location of the package by the end
of 1562, placed the last stone in 1584, accor-
ding to draft Juan Bautista de Toledo and
Juan de Herrera. The latter also built the two
craft, off the northern facade of the monas-
tery, and its continuation, Francisco de
Mora, the House of the Company. 
In the basilica are preserved two large ceno-
taph: the founder, Philip II, and Charles I,
with their respective families, on either side
of the altar. The sculptures are praying in gil-
ded bronze, like the altarpiece of Pompey
Leoni. Lunch at the Restaurant Complex.
